Creative Problem Solving
Objective: Each student will produce a creative and informative poster symbolically describing one’s self, so that the class can better know one another.

Materials: A picture of yourself, construction paper, pencil, colored pencils, and markers.

Directions:
1. Provide a current picture of yourself.
2. Choose the color of construction paper that most represents you. Be prepared to explain why. Write your first name in a way that represents you.  If you have a short first name (4 letters or less), use both your first and last names.

3. Each letter of your name should be designed in such a way that the letter is representative of something about you.  If you have an A in your name and you are athletic, then you could make the A into an athletic figure. A  B could be a basketball, and a G could be a guitar and so on.

4. Carefully plan out your work in pencil before applying markers or a carefully shaded black and white drawing may be effective.
5. Write/type one paragraph explaining the symbols for each letter of your name. Attach your explanations to your project.
6. Be creative and break away from ‘concrete’ thinking. 
7. Besides learning your name, we then can all know something about you, and what you enjoy doing.
